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The meeting for the Defense Supply Center Richmond (DSCR) Restoration Advisory Board (RAB) was held at Bensley Community Building on August 14, 2006. The meeting began at 7:35 P.M.  A quorum of members was present to conduct RAB transactions.

Opening Remarks
The Facilitator, Mark Leeper, opened the meeting at 7:35 P.M.  Mark Leeper noted that he would be indefinitely taking on the role of facilitator.  Community Co-Chair, Janet Moe, began the meeting.  There were no special guests in attendance.  Mark Leeper previewed the evening’s agenda and briefly discussed the items that would be covered during the meeting.

Cleanup Program Update
Steven Edlavitch provided the program update which included updates on the following:

· The groundwater sampling event for OU 9 IRA that took place at DSCR during the week of 24 July 2006 has been completed.  Results are pending. 
· Operable Unit 12:  Soils impacted from Former Bldg. 112 Pesticide Operation. DSCR finalized Remedial Action Plan (4th Quarter FY2006).  The remedial action is take place on 12 Sept 2006. The media of concern is soils.

· Operable Unit 8:  Groundwater impacted from Former Acid Neutralization Pits Operation.  The Proposed Plan Meeting was held in June 2006. Currently, the development of the Record of Decision (ROD) is underway. The media of concern is groundwater.

· Operable Unit 2:  Soil impacted from former landfill. Currently DSCR has developed responses to historical comments issued by EPA and VDEQ (2nd Quarter FY2006). Finalization of the Technical Memorandum on the Revised Remedy Selection is proceeding.  The media of concern is soils. 
· Operable Units 6 & 7:  Baseline Human Health Risk Assessments are being completed.  DSCR will submit these documents with the Feasibility Studies. The media of concern is groundwater.
· Operable Units 10 & 11:  Soils Impacted From Pesticide Storage. The finalization of the Feasibility Study Addendum Documents is ongoing (2nd Quarter FY2006).  The media of concern is soils.
· Operable Unit 13:  Soil Impacted From Past Fuel Oil Release. The Feasibility Study for OU-13 is in preparation for submittal to USEPA and VA DEQ and the primary media of concern   is soils.

Issues Log
Adrianne Moore led discussion of the issues log.

· Each open item in the Issues Log was discussed.  Because Lonnie McCoy asked that no issues be closed during the July meeting, the issue log from June was reviewed. The July meeting was held without Community Co-chair, Janet Moe.

· The next newsletter was discussed regarding the contents and will contain biographies of new RAB members.
●   During the July RAB, George Beadles asked for more specific information from the  Annual Report to Congress (ARC) on how TAPP funds were used.  A TAPP handout was prepared and distributed to the RAB during the August RAB.  However, the prepared handout did not contain the information for which George Beadles was looking.  DSCR agreed to further research the issue to try and provide George Beadles with an answer to his liking.  
Public Forum
The meeting was opened for any comments or questions from the RAB or the public.

· Janet Moe suggested that Mr. Vernon be notified of the construction efforts for OU 7 as not to alarm him due to the noise that may be created during construction of the proposed Pilot Study.  DSCR agreed to the request.

· Lonnie McCoy requested that a different formatting be used for new items added to the DSCR Program Update as the handouts given to RAB members do not illustrate the changes clearly.  DCSR agreed to the request.   

· It was brought to the attention of DCSR that an updated map illustrating the plume geometries in relation to the Operable Units was needed.  DSCR personnel agreed to the request.
· After the update given by Steven Edlavitch regarding the OU 9 rebound test, the RAB requested a presentation of the data when the results of the July 06 groundwater sampling event were prepared.  It was suggested by the RAB that perhaps an update in October 06 would be advantageous.  DSCR personnel explained that a full year of groundwater sampling results were needed to accurately assess the rebound test.  However, DSCR agreed to provide the RAB with preliminary results from eight indicator wells that depict the only the results from the previously conducted sampling events.  
Technical Presentation: Briefing on Off-Site Contamination from OU-7
Mark Leeper presented groundwater data and information of the OU 7 (groundwater from OU 4 and OU 13).  The presentation included a slideshow depicting the changing size of the groundwater plume and addressed the issue of offsite contamination.  The Human Health Baseline Risk Assessment results were also discussed.  A presentation illustrating a possible future pilot test was also shown.  The presentation included a conceptual illustration of the biowall technology.  There was a discussion regarding the risk assessment and the parameters that are used in creating the risk numbers.  Jack Potosnak offered his comments regarding the risk process and how the default numbers are used in the risk assessment.   
Public Comment
Discussion was had regarding the issue of having a vice, co-chair.  This issue was raised due to the absence of Janet Moe during the July RAB.  The suggestion was made to select a vice co-chair in an effort to keep the Issues Log from becoming stagnant and to promote resolution of issues.  A discussion was also ha regarding the Charter and having to amend it due to have a vice co-chair.  The issue resolved itself, under its own fruition, as the members agreed upon a solution that will require an entry into the Issues Log to have an owner.  Thereby, the issue raised can be closed by the requester and the consensus of the co-chair to remove the item from the Issues Log is not required.  The RAB closed the issue and the vice, co-chair issue was closed.
