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November 14, 2005
The meeting for the Defense Supply Center Richmond (DSCR) Restoration Advisory Board (RAB) was held at Bensley Community Building on November 14, 2005. The meeting began at 7:30 p.m. A quorum was not present.

Issues Log
Adrianne Moore announced that Steve Edlavitch was not in attendance and that she would be covering the issues log at this meeting.  Six pending issues were discussed.  Five issues remain open for further clarification.  One issue regarding the request for information on the command structure at DSCR was closed.  Upon receiving a handout of the command structure, Co-chair Janet Moe suggested that the RAB should invite the DSCR Commander to our next RAB meeting.  Deborah Bingham said she would take care of it.

Update on DSCR Cleanup Program
Charles Carrell briefly noted that the Record of Decision Document for Operable Unit-12 has been signed.  The cap design has been approved and installation should begin in April 2006.  Land use controls will apply to this unit.
Public Forum

There were no comments or announcements from the public.
Technical Presentation – Chemical Flow and Transport, Phase 1

John Anthony of Mitretek Systems gave the first of three technical presentations to be offered at successive RAB meetings to inform members about how chemicals contaminate the environment and how contamination moves within the environment once introduced.  The first of the three presentations concerned how contaminants are introduced to the environment.  Mr. Anthony defined the term contaminant and enumerated the several site-related contaminants that have been identified at DSCR.  He showed on an aerial photograph of DSCR where the different contaminants are found at the site.  He then explained what happens to both dense non-aqueous phase liquids (DNAPL) and light non-aqueous phase liquids (LNAPL) after they enter the environment.  DNAPL would typically be a chlorinated solvent and LNAPL a petroleum product and both have been identified at DSCR.  The two types of contaminants have different characteristics and are transported in the environment differently.  Neither is very soluble in water but DNAPL is heavier than water and sinks while LNAPL is lighter than water and floats.  These properties present very different problems for remediating these contaminates. 

Public Comment
Mrs. McCoy requested to speak.  She commented that citizens were not told that contamination had left the base and that they only realized that this was the case at the July 2005 RAB meeting.  She asked now that it has left the base, what DSCR is going to do about it. 

RAB member Joyce Jackson stated that she did know that a contaminated plume of groundwater had migrated off-site but that RAB members were told the plume was not changing or migrating any further.  
Other RAB members, Lonnie McCoy and Janet Moe expressed concern that children played in the creeks receiving run-off from the base.  Contamination has been identified in Kingsland Creek though not in No Name Creek.  RAB members and Mrs. McCoy questioned how the public can be protected from contamination emanating from DSCR.  Janet Jackson and Adrienne Moore both pointed out that DSCR and the Better Housing Coalition are working together to draft guidelines for future development in the area.

Administrative

October minutes were tabled because a quorum of RAB members was not present.  The facilitator pointed out the Charter states that a simple majority of voting members present can approve the minutes but Co-chair Moe said the RAB has always required a quorum of voting members be present to conduct RAB business.

Facilitator Gleness Knauer related that Steve Edlavitch had requested that she inform the RAB of the process for election of a new Co-chair since Ms Moe’s term ends in February.  Ms Knauer indicated that her source of information was the RAB Charter found on the DSCR website and that the terms of the Charter appear internally inconsistent and inconsistent with the way the RAB routinely operates.  Several RAB members voiced their doubt that the Charter on the web site was the most current version and that it does not reflect amendments made to the original Charter.  Further discussion of election process was tabled until the most recent Charter is clarified.

Discussion of new RAB member orientation was also tabled in the interest of time.  Ms Moe asked that work on an orientation continue in the interval before the next RAB meeting as training is already overdue.
The next RAB meeting is scheduled for December 12.
