· Mr. Grimes announced that he will be leaving the Federal Facilities Group at Virginia DEQ and introduced his replacement for the RAB project, Jim Cutler.

Technical Briefings
· Mr. Edlavitch presented a status update on the DSCR cleanup program.

· Josh Jenkins of MACTEC, presented a briefing on the Management Action Plan for DSCR.  Mr. Edlavitch asked that comments about the plan be submitted to Kim Turner of the DSCR’s Public Affairs Group by the next RAB meeting, September 12.
Public Comment
· A resident of Rayon Park asked if DSCR would consider taking soil samples from the deep ditches being dug in the neighborhood for the sewer project. This was seen as a good opportunity to clear up concerns about off-site contamination.

· DSCR representatives responded that previous studies have not shown any environmental degradation in the area of the sewer pipe installation, counsel has advised DSCR they are not allowed to use funds for off-site testing, and that environmental companies would not want to come into a construction area for unplanned sampling after it had been disturbed.
Administrative Items
· Mr. Beadles asked if Chesterfield County had proposed a replacement on the RAB.  This was to be added to the issues log.  Mr. Edlavitch was going to look into adding an application insert to the Community Newsletter mailing.

· Because a quorum was not present, Administrative Items on the agenda were tabled until the next meeting.
