Minutes of the February 10, 2003

Meeting of the Restoration Advisory Board

Co-chairman Janet Moe, and Andrew Gootee, representing DSCR, called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Bensley Community Center. Attendance was taken and a proper quorum was present.

 The public was given an opportunity to ask questions of the Board before the presentation:

Residents of Rayon Park were concerned about the news report that Chesterfield County was not granted a permit by VDOT to begin construction of the storm water system due to concerns of soil contamination.  Joan Salvati responded to their concerns and questions.  She stated that her department would be doing the soil sampling and testing using normal practices and procedures.  The results from 

the Primary Lab will become public information.  She reassured the residents of Rayon Park that the state just wanted to identify the source of contamination if any before issuing a building permit.  Joan stated that she would report back to the RAB at the next meeting concerning this issue.  She also stated that Mr. McElfish will keep the lines of communication open with the Rayon Park residents.

Andrew Gootee stated that he would provide the RAB with a list of all members and their attendance record for the past year.  Nametags should be made available for all RAB members, presenters and guests at all meetings, including training sessions.

Mr. Gootee then explained the people and organizations that are working on the restoration at the base:  MACTEC, Inc formerly LAW Engineering does the testing, cleanup and the system (pump and treat) design.  MicroPact is the company that does the pump and treat system maintenance.  Versar is the company that is paid by the Army Corps of Engineers of Norfolk to oversee and do quality control on the pump and treat system.

The presentation for this meeting was the “Groundwater Treatment Plants” by Mike Klausmeier of MicroPact Engineering, and Paul Werner of Versar, the quality control contractor for the pump and treat system.  Copies of the presentation were distributed to all members of the RAB and the general public present.

Minutes from the January meeting were distributed to all RAB members.  Voting on the January minutes will be done in March.  Brian Collins was asked to join the Membership Committee to discuss the new applications received in the last month.  Brian will meet with George Beadles and Sarah Clarke.  The committee will give the RAB their decision at the March meeting.

Andrew Gootee distributed an updated membership/phone list to all RAB members.

Co-Chair Moe requested a test run for a new meeting agenda that allows for public input/ questions before the scheduled presentation and after.  The first public segment will allow residents to ask general questions of the RAB.  The second segment of public input can contain both presentation related and general questions.

A letter dated February 5, 2003 accepting with regret the resignation of Richard Richezza as Co-chair and member of the RAB was read. 

George Beadles said that he would put an ad on the Community Bulletin Board requesting new applications for membership on the RAB.

During the public segment of the meeting, a resident asked:  “What can eat up concrete”?  The response was: “Chemicals and the lowering of the ph level can cause concrete to break up and crumble.”

How effective is the pump and treat facility? About how much water is missed?  What percentage of water is treated?  RAB members requested a copy of the Monthly Discharge Water Monitoring Report of the pump and treat facility from DEQ. These items will be added to the Issues Log for next month.

Co-chair Moe and Andrew Gootee are working on the calendar of events for 2003.  

The Issue Log will be maintained within the minutes.  Next month’s meeting will be held on March 10th at the Bensley Community Center.  The topic of discussion will be the Preliminary Community Involvement Plan.

A motion to adjourn at 9:25 PM was made by Sarah Clarke and seconded by Robert Williams.  The motion carried.
