· DSCR will continue to bring the 1930 map and the 1989 aerial photograph so someone can help locate Simpson Pond. Janet Moe offered to contact the Chesterfield Historical Society for assistance.

· DSCR engineers continue to work on a design to address flooding of No Name Creek 

· The DSCR web page has been updated and community members are invited to see if the changes are useful ( http://www.nao.usace.army.mil/Projects/DSCR/DSCR.html ).  One goal is to have documents available for download.  A suggestion was made to label the size of the documents for people with slow Internet connections.
Public Forum

· A request was made to fix the street lights near Alcot Road in the Army National Guard area.  DSCR will contact the Guard.
Technical Briefings
· Steven Edlavitch presented a status update on the DSCR cleanup program.  Questions were raised about the rationale for the frequency of groundwater sampling which changed from quarterly to biannual.  There were related concerns regarding information provided about offsite contamination.
· Sarah Clarke asked about whether there had been any results on testing after a fuel oil spill in the Kingsland Creek area.  DSCR took it as an action item to look into it.
· The three year comprehensive creek study review will be released soon.  It will be a very large document (several large binders) so some kind of electronic distribution is planned.
· Doug Cox from Mitretek Systems presented a briefing on the process of ecological risk assessment.
Public Comment
· A resident of Rayon Park asked if any chemicals from DSCR have left the base property.

· DSCR representatives responded that, as indicated during the RAB meeting with the summary of groundwater sampling, that two plumes (OU6 in the central part and OU7 in the southern part of the facility) extend off site.

Administrative Items
· Janet Moe asked for a copy of the chain of command at DSCR for RAB members.

· Because a quorum was not present, Administrative Items on the agenda were tabled until the next meeting.
