Acceptance of Horne Settlement Money

Ms. Janet Mauro Moe discussed a letter (attached) regarding the Horne Settlement money and
asked for a motion where the RAB would formally decline any responsibility for the funds,
directing that responsibility to the Rayon Park Association. Dr. William Nelson of the
Chesterfield County Health Department commented on the letters and helped them construct the
following motion:

o It is the wish of the voting members of the Restoration Advisory Board that the money
from the Horne Settlement (Commonwealth v Horne Engineering Services, Inc. and
Commonwealth v Richard Allen Vance — Chesterfield Co. Cir. Ct) dated May 21,
2002, that is to be turned over, now and in the future, to the Rayon Park Association to
be used by the Association to better the lives of the residents of Rayon Park.

o The usage of the Horne Settlement money is the sole responsibility of the Rayon Park
Association.

e The voting members of the Restoration Advisory Board does not and will not require
any accounting or financial statements from the Rayon Park Association in regard to
the usage or disbursement of the Horne Settlement Money.

e A notarized letter and a copy of minutes of tonight’s meeting (December 9, 2002)
including this motion will be sent to Dr. Nelson (Chesterfield County Health
Department) before December 31, 2002.



The motion was submitted by Ms. Mauro Moe and seconded by Mr. Brian Collings. All voting
members were in favor of the motion except for one abstention from Mr. Lonnie McCoy, who is
President of the Rayon Park Association.

Participation guidelines, issue log, and acceptance of October minutes

Mr. Steve Grieco reviewed the participation guidelines the RAB has agreed to follow:

¢ RAB members can ask questions or make comments during a presentation, if they are
related to the topic being covered.

e Members of the general public must wait until the Public Comment portion of the
meeting to ask questions or make comments, which must be related to the topic being
covered. Ms. Mauro Moe requested a change in the language to indicate that questions
and comments from the public do not have to relate to the topics covered during the
meeting.

Mr. Grieco asked for approval of the October 2002 meeting minutes. All RAB members in
attendance accepted the minutes pending that the following changes be made:

e Asnoted above — the general public may ask questions and comments outside of the
topics discussed by the RAB members.

e On page two it was stated: “Mr. Richezza said that he and Mr. Charles Carrell needed to
get a letter to Dr. Nelson from the Chester County Health Department so that Horne
settlement funds could be released to the RAB.” RAB should be corrected to read the
Rayon Park Association.

Member Ms. Susan Young introduced her husband Mr. Rick Young to discuss the JDA. The
JDA is an organization of business owners, corporate representatives, county staff, elected
officials and residents with a mission of preserving the past and building the future.

Mr. Young discussed the history, past accomplishments, and current undertakings of the JDA.
One major accomplishment is the Enterprise Center — a large building that currently houses
many small businesses.

Mr. Young expressed interest in the JDA working with the RAB on any projects that help the
development of Chesterfield County. A general JDA breakfast meeting is held the 2™ Tuesday of
every month at the Enterprise Center. All are welcome.

Formal Meeting Adjourned
At 7:25 the meeting was adjourned unanimously as the departure of a voting member ended a
proper quorum. The meeting continued as a training session.

New Remediation Systems Contractor

Ms. Adriane James of the US Army Corps of Engineers reminded the members that the Norfolk
District that her organization is responsible for selecting the remediation systems contractor.
Starting January 1, 2003 MicroPact Engineering, Inc will be the new contractor. Michael



Colsmeier spoke briefly. He explained that the transition will be transparent. Members raised
questions about how spills will be prevented — namely that it takes human supervision versus
alarms to be certain something hasn’t gone wrong. These concerns and other information will be
addressed when MicroPact gives a formal report in an upcoming meeting.

Community Involvement Activities

Mr. Grieco explained that he is interviewing community members, business owners, government
staff, and others that are interested in the DSCR cleanup program. This is done to develop a
Community Involvement Plan (CIP). The plan will serve to guide community involvement
activities that will provide concerned citizens with timely and accurate information about, and
opportunities to be involved in, activities related to cleanup at DSCR. The CIP is also based on
information gathered during RAB meetings and other meetings with stakeholders.

An internal draft of the CIP will be available in March for the RAB to review.

Public Comment

A Rayon Park resident, questioned how long it would take for the sewage pipe owned by DSCR
to be turned over to the County. Mr. Carrell will be getting more information on this tomorrow
and will share it with the Mr. McCoy, as he is representing that community.

Mr. Patton wanted to know how often the pumps at OU9 stay running. This has been added to
the issue log.

Agenda for January and future RAB meetings
The next meeting will be primarily devoted to the Quarterly Sample Results presented by
MACTEC, Inc (formerly LAW Engineering).

The February meeting will focus on a technical review done by MicroPact Engineering, Inc.

Issue Log
