Senator John Warner understands as well as anyone what it means to serve the public, having spent 40 years in government and military service.

Warner was first elected to the Senate in 1978, but his career in public service began long before then. He enlisted in the Navy at the age of 17 during World War II. Following his work as Secretary of the Navy, Senator Warner was appointed by the President to represent the Executive Branch at events, both at home and abroad, honoring the Bicentennial of the founding of the United States of America.
