PUBLIC NOTICE 
The District Engineer has received a permit application for work described below: 

 
APPLICANT 

Celebrate Virginia South, LLC

WATERWAY AND LOCATION OF THE PROPOSED WORK:  The project is located in 
unnamed tributaries to Fall Quarry Run, a tributary to the Rappahannock River, within the 
existing Celebrate Virginia! South commercial development located in the City of 
Fredericksburg, Virginia.  The Celebrate Virginia! South (CVAS) commercial development is an 
approximately 371-acre project located west of Interstate 95 (I-95), and north of Fall Hill 
Avenue (Route 639), and south of the Rappahannock River. 
 
PROPOSED WORK AND PURPOSE:  On July 20, 2007, the Norfolk District U.S. Army Corps 
of Engineers issued Individual Permit # NAO-2007-692 which authorized permanent impacts to 
0.52 acre of wetlands, 0.05 acre of open water, and 3,375 linear feet of stream channel and 
temporary impacts to 0.34 acre of open water associated with the 371-acre Celebrate Virginia! 
South commercial development project.  These impacts were authorized for the general purpose 
of constructing a commercial/tourism campus in the City of Fredericksburg, Virginia and for the 
specific purpose of authorizing rehabilitation of an existing dam embankment, road crossings, 
utility crossings, and the grading associated with pad site construction.   
 
The applicant, Celebrate Virginia South, LLC, proposes to modify the existing permit to include 
additional permanent impacts to 0.20 acre of wetland and 926 linear feet of stream channel.  In 
addition, Celebrate Virginia South, LLC proposes to impact previously recorded areas of 
mitigation buffers that were formerly recorded as covenants to protect these areas in perpetuity. 
These additional impacts are requested for the general purpose of constructing the proposed 
Kalahari Resort and Conference Center and for the specific purpose of grading necessary to 
construct the facility.  Low Impact Development (LID) techniques are being used throughout the 
site where feasible.  To mitigate for impacts to wetlands, the applicant proposes to purchase 0.40 
wetland credits (2:1 ratio) at the Blackjack Wetland Mitigation Bank in Culpeper County, 
Virginia.  To mitigate for stream channel impacts, the applicant proposes offsite preservation, 
restoration, and enhancement of stream channel within the watershed. 
 
In addition to the required Department of the Army permit, the applicant must obtain a Virginia 
Water Protection Permit from the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) 
assuring that applicable laws and regulations pertaining to water quality are not violated and 
possibly a permit from the City of Fredericksburg Wetlands Board.   
 



 
AUTHORITY:  Permits are required pursuant to Sections 401 and 404 of the Clean Water Act  
(Public Law 95-217) and Title 62.1 of the Code of Virginia. 
 
FEDERAL EVALUATION OF APPLICATION:  The decision whether to issue a permit will be 
based on an evaluation of the probable impact including cumulative impacts of the proposed 
activity on the public interest.  The decision will reflect the national concern for both protection 
and utilization of important resources.  The benefits which may be expected from the proposal 
must be balanced against its reasonably foreseeable detriments.  All of the proposal's relevant 
factors will be considered, including conservation, economics, aesthetics, general environmental 
concerns, wetlands, cultural values, fish and wildlife values, flood hazards, flood plain values, 
land use classification, navigation, shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water supply and 
conservation, water quality, energy needs, safety, food and fiber production, mineral needs, 
consideration of property ownership and, in general, the needs and welfare of the people.  
 
The Corps of Engineers is soliciting comments from the public; Federal, state, and local agencies 
and officials; Indian Tribes; and other interested parties in order to consider and evaluate the 
individual and cumulative impacts of this proposed activity.  Any comments received will be 
considered by the Corps of Engineers to determine whether to issue, modify, condition or deny a 
permit for this proposal.  To make this decision, comments are used to assess impacts on 
endangered species, historic properties, water quality, general environmental effects, and the 
other public interest factors listed above.  Comments are used in the preparation of an 
Environmental Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the National 
Environmental Policy Act.  Comments are also used to determine the need for a public hearing 
and to determine the overall public interest of the proposed activity.  Anyone may request a 
public hearing to consider this permit application by writing to the District Engineer within 30 
days of the date of this notice, stating specific reasons for holding the public hearing.  The 
District Engineer will then decide if a hearing should be held. 
 
Preliminary review indicates that:  (l) no environmental impact statement will be required; (2) no 
species of fish, wildlife, or plant (or their critical habitat) listed as endangered or threatened 
under the Endangered Species Act of 1973 (PL 93-205) will be affected; and (3) known 
properties eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places are in or near the 
permit area, and would likely be affected by the proposal.  These include the Banks Ford 
Historic District and the Salem Church Historic District.  Additional information might change 
any of these findings.  For compliance with the Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972, as 
amended, the applicant must certify that federally licensed or permitted activities affecting 
Virginia's coastal zone (Tidewater) will be conducted in a manner consistent with the Virginia 
Coastal Resources  Management Program (VCP). For more information or to obtain a list of the 
enforceable programs of the VCP, contact the Department of Environmental Quality, Office of 
Environmental Impact Review at (804) 698-4330 or e-mail: elirons@deq.state.va.us.
