WebSite Tutorial

1 Introduction

This Distributed Learning Classroom WebSite Tutorial is designed to help the user in navigating through the WebSite to develop the plans to modify a room to meet the Distributed Learning Classroom standards. These standards provide five levels of technological capability as is shown in Figure 1-1.

This WebSite is designed to be user friendly as it steps the user through the levels as a complete set of information concerning the new classroom is entered.

2 Type of Users

The WebSite is designed to display only those functions a given user is allowed to perform. Each user is assigned a given authority and a given discipline. The authorities and disciplines are as follows:

2.1 Authority

Authorities allow the following accesses:

· Administration – This authority gives the user access to all projects.

· Service – This authority gives the user access to all projects within his service, e.g., all projects within the U.S.Army.

· MACOM – This authority gives the user access to all projects within his MACOM, e.g., all projects within TRADOC.

· Organization – This authority gives the user access to all projects with his organization, e.g., all projects within the COE Norfolk District Office.

· Installation – This authority gives the user access to all projects on his installation, e.g., all projects on Ft. Monroe.

· Project – This authority gives the user access only to those projects for which he is a Point of Contact (POC).

2.2 Discipline

Disciplines allow the following functions for those projects accessed:

· Administrator – This discipline allows the user to perform all functions.

· Database – This discipline allows the user to maintain and update the database.

· Project – This discipline allows the user to perform all functions for the accessed projects.

· IM – This discipline allows the user to perform only IM functions for the accessed projects.

· Engineering – This discipline allows the user to perform only engineering functions for the accessed projects.

· Other – This discipline allows the user to view the accessed projects only.
3 Frame Organization

The current advanced Web Browsers support the division of a Web page being divided into frames. The Distributed Learning Classroom WebSite uses frames in its construction. The initial Web pages are divided into four frames as shown on the left side in Figure 3-1. All subsequent Web pages are divided into three frames as shown on the right side in Figure 3-1.

3.1 Header Frame

The Header Frame is used to let the user to know level he is working. These levels are as follows:
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Introduction – This level is prior to the user loging on. Only the TRADOC and Corps of Engineers logos and the WebSite Title are shown.

Project – This level shows his project, and if a building has been selected, the building name.

· [image: image8.wmf]Room – This level shows his room selection.

3.2 Directory Frame

[image: image9.wmf]The Directory Frame is divided into two parts. The upper part provides the hyperlinks to the WebSite pages for the level in which you are working. The lower part provides the hyperlinks to upper levels. The hyperlinks to lower levels are contained in the Main Frame.

3.3 Footer Frame

3.4 Main Frame

4 Functional Levels

The Distributed Learning Classroom WebSite increases in detail as you move through the levels. The levels are:
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4.1 General Description

Many functions are implemented on more than one level. These functions are divided as such to avoid the duplicate entry of data. For example, there may be several projects in a single large building at a given installation. Once the first project enters the data for the building, the subsequent projects can use the building data without the reentry of the data.

4.1.1 Project

Project information must be entered at all levels.

4.1.2 IM

IM data must be entered at all levels. This is shown in Figure 4-1.

4.1.3 Engineering

Engineering data are entered at both the building level and the room level.

4.2 Introduction

The Introduction Level is the first level a user sees. You are at the Introduction Level at this time. From the Introduction Level, you can reference the following pages:

· The Primary Page (or Home Page) is the first page you see when you reference this WebSite.

· The Description Page gives a detailed description of the Distributed Learning Classroom.

· The Request ID and Password Page gives the instructions on how to obtain an ID and password required to use this WebSite.

· The Tutorial Page, the page in which you are seeing this document, enables you to see a tutorial of the WebSite and to print this out as a user manual.

· The Logon Page is where you enter your ID and password to get inside this WebSite.

4.3 Administration

The Administration Level is restricted to those who have an Authority of Administration. This level enables the Administrator to maintain the database which supports this WebSite. From the Introduction Level, you can reference the following pages:

· The Primary Page displays statistics concerning the use of this WebSite.

· The POCs Page displays the Points of Contact which have access to this WebSite.

· The POCs by Project Page list the POCs by project.

· The Projects by POC Page list the projects by POC.

· The New POC Page enables the Administrator to enter a new POC.

· The Delete POC Page enables the Administrator to delete a POC.

· The Modify POC Page enables the Administrator to modify an existing POC.

· The Replace POC Page enables the Administrator to replace a given POC with another POC as points of contact for projects. This is used whenever a POC has been transferred or reassigned.

· The Delete Project Page enables the Administrator to delete all data relative to a project. This does not delete installation or building data.

· The Delete Building Page enables the Administrator to delete all data relative to a building.

· The Enter Service Page enables the Administrator to enter a new service.

· The Enter MACOM Page enables the Administrator to enter a MACOM under a service.

· The Change MACOM Page enables the Administrator to change the name of a MACOM. This changes the MACOM name for all POCs, projects, and buildings.

· The Enter Organization Page enables the Administrator to enter a organization under a MACOM.

· The Change Organization Page enables the Administrator to change the name of an organization. This changes the organization name for all POCs, projects, and buildings.

· The Enter Installation Page enables the Administrator to enter a Installation under a MACOM.

· The Change Installation Page enables the Administrator to change the name of an installation. This changes the installation name for all POCs, projects, and buildings.

· The Review POC Logon Record Page enables the Administrator to view the date and time for all POC logons.

· The Review Project Select Records Page enables the Administrator to view the date and time for all projects that were selected by a POC.

4.4 Select Project

The Select Project Level appears to have no restrictions. This level enables the user to select a project. The list of projects from which the selection is made is restricted according to the authority of the user.

From the Select Project Level, you can reference the following pages:

· The Primary Page is the Select Project Page. The user selects the project which he wishes to review or update.

· The Enter Project Page is restricted to those with Administrator or Project Disciplines. From this page, he can enter a new project.

· The Delete Project Page is restricted to those with Administrator or Project Disciplines. From this page, he can delete a project.

4.5 Project

The Project Level enables the user to enter data relative to a project. From the Select Project Level, you can reference the following pages:

· The Primary Page is the Add POC Page. From this page, a user can add additional POCs who will have authority to update data relative to this project.

· The Remove POC Page enables the user to remove a POC from the project.

· The Installation IM Page enables users with an Administrator, Project, or IM Discipline to enter or update the IM data for this installation.

· The Select Building Page enables users to select a building on an installation in which the desired new classroom is to reside. If the building has been enter on previous projects, the building data will have already been entered. If not, he must enter data on a new building. 
· The Enter New Building Information Data enables users to new a new building into the database.

4.6 Building

The Building Level enables the user to enter data relative to a building. From the Building Level, you can reference the following pages:

· The Primary Page is the Building Address Page. This page is used to enter the building’s address.

· The Building Survey Page enables the user to complete a survey relative to the building.

· The Building Features Page enables the user to describe the features of the building such a electrical, mechanical, etc.

· The Building IM Page enables the user to describe the IM capability of the building and its connection with the installation IM.

· The Select Room Page enables the user to select a room within the building if a room has been entered. A project may have multiple rooms in a building.

· The Enter Room Page enables the user to enter a new room within the selected building. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator or Project Disciplines.

· The Delete Room Page enables the user to delete a new room within the selected building. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator or Project Disciplines.

4.7 Room

The Room Level enables the user to enter data relative to a room. From the Room Level, you can reference the following pages:

· The Primary Page is the Basic Room Information Page. This page enables the user to enter the basic information relative to the room such as the room number, etc.

· The Room Dimensions Page enables the user to enter the dimensions of the room. This WebSite enables a user to select either English or Metric units in his profile when he logons. From that point forward, all unit displays and entries are in either English or Metric units. The WebSite verifies that the selected room is either adequate for the number of students desired. If not, it prompts the user to either change the number of students, reduce the size of the room, or add an adjacent room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator or Project Disciplines.

· The Room IM Page enables the user to enter IM data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or IM Disciplines.

· The Room Electrical Page enables the user to enter electrical data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Room Mechanical Page enables the user to enter mechanical data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Floor Page enables the user to enter floor data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Ceiling Page enables the user to enter ceiling data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Wall Page enables the user to enter wall data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Doors Page enables the user to enter doors data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Windows Page enables the user to enter windows data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Closets Page enables the user to enter closets data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Cabinets Page enables the user to enter cabinets data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

· The Wallboards Page enables the user to enter wallboards data relative to the room. This capability is restricted to users with Administrator, Project, or Engineering Disciplines.

4.8 Display Report

The Display Report Page enables the user to review and print the complete project report.
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
